Albyn School 
UI and UII - Second Foreign Language Policy 
It is the policy at Albyn School that all pupils in UI and UII will study either German or Latin, in addition to the compulsory study of French.

In January of Lower 7, prospective Upper I pupils (from both the current Lower 7 classes and from other schools) and their parents will be invited to attend an Information Evening, at which the Head of Classics and the Head of Modern Languages will talk about the courses on offer. It will be made clear that the courses are suited to all levels of ability. There will also be a display of materials and pupils’ work and an opportunity to discuss the courses with both the subject teachers and the current Lower 7 teachers. Pupils will receive a booklet, in which all UI and UII courses are described.

In May of Lower 7, prospective Upper I pupils from both the current Lower 7 classes and from other schools will be invited to attend two Induction Days in the Upper School. During these two days, pupils will experience a lesson in both the Latin and German Departments. The teachers will endeavour to give pupils a flavour of what their subject lessons entail.

In June of Lower 7, pupils will be asked to return a choice form in which they state their preferred second foreign language. As far as is possible, depending on staffing and class sizes, pupils will be given their first choice of second foreign language. The pupils will be told of the class allocations before the end of Lower 7.
Pupils who join Albyn after the end of Lower 7 but before the beginning of Upper I will be allocated their choice of second foreign language as above. 

Any prospective pupil considering joining Albyn after the start of Upper I, but before the October break, will be allocated their choice of second foreign language as above. However, there may be a certain amount of catching up to do and assistance in doing this will be provided by the subject teacher as far as is practicable. However, the pupil and their parents must be made aware, before accepting the place at Albyn, of the need for this work.

Any prospective pupil considering joining Albyn after the October break of Upper I and before the October break of Upper II will be allocated their choice of second foreign language as above. However, there may be a considerable amount of catching up to do and this will involve the need for individual tuition. Assistance in providing information about the work to be covered and the names of possible tutors may be given by the subject teacher, but parents and pupils should be made aware of the need for individual tuition before accepting the place at Albyn.
Any prospective pupil considering joining Albyn after the October break of Upper II will be allocated their choice of second foreign language if they have already been studying that language elsewhere. Otherwise, pupils will not be expected to study a second foreign language. They will be allocated study periods instead. However, they should be made aware of this before accepting the place at Albyn and also be made aware that they will be unable to pick up either German or Latin at a later date. 

Some pupils may come to Albyn with either German or Latin, but no French. These pupils will be treated in the same way as stated above.

At the end of Upper II, pupils will be given the opportunity to continue with both foreign languages or drop down to only one language. This may be French, German or Latin.
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
